In the last seven days (24 - 30 April 2020), there was 70.8 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 28.0 to 34.5°C and 17.9 to 22.0°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 55 to 74 % at 0712 a.m. and 33 to 86 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ESE at a speed of 1.3 to 5.7 km/hour.

INDVI and SPI maps received from the India Meteorological Department dated- 1 May 2020 indicated
that the NDVI ranged between 0.2-0.4 for Udham Singh Nagar i.e. agriculture vigor is moderate in the
district. SPI map represents the mildly dry conditions in the district for the past 4 weeks. There is a
request to the farmers to do agricultural work themselves as far as possible and if there is a need of
laborers, then keep in mind that there should be a distance of at least one meter between the two persons
so that any possibility of corona infection can be avoided.

Due attention should be given to arrangements for the provision of water to
animals. The drinking troughs should be kept clean and animals should be
provided water at least four times during the day. To save the buffalo calf from
patera disease, 10-15Cc Neem oil should be given to the calf immediately after 10
days of his birth. Again after 10 days, 10-15 CC Neem oil should be given.
