After harvesting, keep it in the sun for 3-4 days and afterward threshing should
be done with thresher.

On the occurrence of contracted piebald leaves in early transplanted crop of tomato,
infected plants should be removed and destroyed. To control the juice sucking insect
in this crop, sarvangi insecticide should be sprayed.
