The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 30.7 to 34.0°C and 10.9 to 14.9°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 70 to 89 % at 0712 a.m. and 21 to 42 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the WNW at a speed of 0.8 to 4.5 km/hour.

After harvesting, keep it in the sun for 3-4 days and afterward threshing should
be done with thresher.

Harvesting of pulse crops like lentil should be done in the morning, immediate after
maturity. Grains should be dried well before storage.

Fodder crops like sorghum (jowar)can also be sown in the April month if the fodder
crop is not available in sufficient quantity.

After harvesting of wheat, late sowing of sugarcane crop could also be done in this
month. Late sowing verities of sugarcane like CoS88230, CoS95255, C0S595222,
C0S97264, Co Pant84212 etc should be selected. Upper 1/3rd to 1/2nd part of
sugarcane should be used for sowing. Seeds should be kept in water for 24 hr before
seed treatment because it increases the germination. For seed treatment, solution of
lgram Carbendazim 50% in 1 liter of water should be used.

On the occurrence of contracted piebald leaves in early transplanted crops of chilli,
infected plants should be removed and destroyed. To control the juice sucking insect in
this crop, sarvangi insecticide should be sprayed.

Due attention should be given to arrangements for provision of water to animals.
The drinking troughs should be kept clean and animals should be provided water
at least four times during the day. To save the buffalo calf from patera disease, 10-
15Cc Neem oil should be given to the calf immediately after 10 days of his birth.
Again after 10 days, 10-15 CC Neem oil should be given.
