Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (2-8 June 2020), there was 4.2 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense cloudy.
The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 27.5 to 36.0°C and 21.4 to 25.0°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 63 to 89 % at 0712 a.m. and 37 to 74 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ESNE at a speed of 0.4 to 3.7 km/hour.
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General Advisory:

There is a request to the farmers to do agricultural work themselves as far as possible and if there is a
need of laborers, then keep in mind that there should be a distance of at least one meter between the two
persons so that any possibility of corona infection can be avoided.

Very light rain from 10-12 June & light rain on 13 June may likely occur at some isolated places.

Sowing of paddy should be done to keep in view the rainfall forecast. Nursery of
early maturing dwarf variety of paddy like Govind, Narendra 118, Narendra 97, Saket
4, Pant Sankar dhan 1 etc should be prepared from 10 June to 20 June. Nursery of
mid duration variety of paddy like- Ratna, Pant dhan-12, Pant Sankar dhan-3, PNR-
381, Pant Dhan-4, Narendra-359, Narendra Sankar dhan-16, Pant dhan-18, Pant
dhan-23, Pant dhan-24, Pant dhan-26. PR114 Pant dhan-23, Pant dhan-24, Pant dhan-
26, PR-114, PR-116, HKR47 should be prepared between 25th May to 10th June.
Certified seeds or self produced healthy seeds should be used for nursery of paddy
only after treatment.

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MAIZE

Sowing of maize should be done in the first fortnight of June. Seed rate should be 18-
20 kg/ha for sowing sankul verities like Naveen, Tarun, Kiran, Navjot, Pratap Makka-
1, Pusa sankul 3 and 4. Sowing should be done at a distance of 60-75cm. After
germination plant to plant distance should be kept 20-25 cm through thinning.
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PIGEON PEA
(RED
GRAM/ARHAR)

Sowing of short duration variety of pigeon pea (arhar) should be done in the first
fortnight of June. Variety of cowpea like pant arhar-3, Pant arhar-291, UPS-120,
Pusa-992 etc should be sown at a distance of 50-60cm in lines and seed rate should
be 15-20 kg/ha. Seed should be treated with rhizobium.
