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General Advisory:

WHEAT Harvesting of wheat should be done when their spikes turn golden and grain become
hard. After harvesting, keep it in the sun for 3-4 days and afterward threshing should
be done with thresher.
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MAIZE

In the plains, spring maize crop sown in mid-February, farmers should ensure the
irrigation, weed control and spraying of urea in their fields, otherwise it will adversely
affect the yield of maize. Farmers whose crop is in the middle of 20 to 30 days of age
are advised to control the weed by spraying the solution of tembotrione 42% SC @115
ml/acre or topramezone 33.6 percent SC @ 30 ml/acre in the standing crop.
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BARNYARD
MILLET

In mid hills, sowing of barnyard millet (jhangora) varieties like- Madeira 172, VL
Madeira 207, PRJ 1 should be done at 25 cm distance from line to line and 10 cm from
plant to plant . For sowing, 8-10 Kg/ ha seeds is required. Seeds of barnyard millet
should be treated with carbendazim @ 2g/kg of seed before sowing.
