Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (11 - 17 Aug 2020), there was 90.8 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 29.5 to 32.5°C and 23.9 to 28.4°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 85 to 100 % at 0712 a.m. and 63 to 85 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ESE at a speed of 0.3 to 3.7 km/hour. Moderate rain from 18-20 August and
light rain on 21 & 22 August may occur. Heavy to very heavy rainfall with intense spells and lightning
likely to occur at isolated places today i.e. on 18 August. Maximum & minimum temperature may range
from 29.0 to 32.0 deg C & 26.0 to 27.0 deg C respectively.

Farmers are advised to download the "DAMINI App" to get the lightning activity and “Meghdoot App”
to get past week weather, weather forecast, and agromet advisory. DAMINI and Meghdoot App can be
downloaded from the google play store (Android users) and App Center (IOS users).

RICE

In the event of bacterial leaf streak i.e. when the leaves are brown and dry in paddy
crop, use streptocyclin @ 15 g/ ha only in the clear weather condition.

TOMATO

To control the collar rot disease in tomato, avoid water stagnation by ensuring good
drainage. Drenching with either Trichoderma @10g/liter of water or carbendazim @
1g/liter of water should be done. Keeping in view the forecast of moderate rain in the
coming days, avoid the use of chemicals.

SPINACH

The field should be prepared for sowing spinach.
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MANGO

This month, there is a chance of the occurrence of tent caterpillars in mango. So tent
should be removed with the help of a tent removable device and the affected part should
be removed and burnt together with insects. A necessary arrangement should be done for
the proper drainage of rainwater.
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PUMPKIN

To control the juice sucking insect in these crops, sarvangi insecticide should be sprayed.

Goat and sheep are prone to getting PPR, Sheep/Goat Pox and Enterotoxemia, at
this time. Vaccinate them against these diseases.
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Ensure that the animal sheds remain dry during the monsoon season. To keep flies
away spray Nilgiri or Lemon grass oil in the shed.
