Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (14 - 20 April 2020), there was 0.0 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 34.5 to 36.6°C and 16.8 to 21.9°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 38 to 66 % at 0712 a.m. and 21 to 39 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ESE at a speed of 1.4 to 3.5 km/hour.
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General Advisory:

There is a request to the farmers to do agricultural work themselves as far as possible and if there is a
need for laborers, then keep in mind that there should be a distance of at least one meter between the
two persons so that any possibility of corona infection can be avoided.
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SMS Adyvisory:

Weather will remain clear in the coming five days. Maximum & minimum temperature may range from
34.0-37.0 deg C & 18.0-20.0 deg C respectively. Farmers are advised to irrigate the standing crops.

WHEAT

Harvesting of wheat should be done. After harvesting, keep it in the sun for 3-4 days
and afterward threshing should be done with a thresher.

MAIZE

In the spring maize crop sown in mid-February, farmers should ensure the irrigation,
weed control and spraying of urea in their fields, otherwise it will adversely affect the
yield of maize. Farmers whose crop is in the middle of 20 to 30 days of age are
advised to control the weed by spraying the solution of tembotrione 42% SC @115
ml/acre or topramezone 33.6 percent SC @ 30 ml/acre in the standing crop. At
present, outbreak of fall armyworm has started in maize crop.Therefore, it is advisable
for the farmers to spray 5% of the extract of Nimboli or Azadirachta (Neem oil based
insecticide) at the rate of 5 ml per liter in case of damage in 5% plants in late sown
crop. Farmers whose crops have reached above the knee and the worms are
comparatively slightly larger, in those crops, 10 to 20 percent of the plants are
damaged. To control these, solution of Spinetoram 11.7% SC @ 0.5 ml per liter Or
Chlorantraniliprole-18.5 SC @ 0.4 ml/liter should be sprayed. While spraying, keep in
mind that chemicals must reach the central leaves of the plants.
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SWEET CORN

Harvesting of corn in sweet corn crop should be on time, because the market price is
reduced for late harvesting.
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SUGARCANE

After harvesting wheat, the late sowing of sugarcane crops should be completed this
month.

Keeping in view the clear weather in the coming days, farmers are advised to sow the
okra crop in the field.

BUFFALO

Due attention should be given to arrangements for provision of water to animals.
The drinking troughs should be kept clean and animals should be provided water
at least four times during the day. To save the buffalo calf from patera disease, 10-
15Cc Neem oil should be given to the calf immediately after 10 days of his birth.
Again after 10 days, 10-15 CC Neem oil should be given.
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
