Maximum &
minimum temp may range from 20.0 to 22.0 deg C & 9.0 to 11.0 deg C respectively.
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General Advisory:

There is a request to the farmers to do agricultural work themselves as far as possible and if there is a
need for laborers, then keep in mind that there should be a distance of at least one meter between the
two persons so that any possibility of corona infection can be avoided.

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In mid and low hilly regions, the second spray of the recommended chemicals to control
PEACH the leaf curl disease in peach should be done in clear weather conditions.

To prevent Puerperal Fever in Pregnant animals, 50-60 grams of mineral mixture
should be fed to them every day to boost their immunity. 10-15Cc Neem oil
should be given to the calf to save them from patera disease immediately after 10
days of their birth. Again after 10 days, 10-15 CC Neem oil should be given.
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
