Now a day, paddy is in the stage of emergence/ formation of earhead and this stage is
very susceptible to water stress leads to influence the size, number of grains, and
weight of seeds of earhead. It is necessary to have sufficient moisture in the field at
this stage. The weather will be favorable in the coming days. Therefore, in view of the
possibility of light to moderate rainfall in the coming days, do not irrigate the field.

BUFFALO

Clean and wash the cattle ranch 2-3 times daily so that milch animals do not get
the disease called Mastitis (thanela). Vaccinate the animals against FMD, if not
already done so. Animals afflicted by FMD should be kept in a separate enclosure
so that they do not infect the healthy ones. If FMD is prevalent in the area, do not
let your animals come in contact with the infected ones.
