Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (21 - 27 Aug 2020), there was 13.0 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 31.6 to 34.0°C and 22.9 to 26.4°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 80 to 93 % at 0712 a.m. and 64 to 72 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ESE at a speed of 0.3 to 4.0 km/hour. Light to moderate rain likely to occur
at most of the places (> 75% area) on 31 August & 1 September, at many places (50-75% area) on 28
August and few places (25-50% area) on 29 & 30 August. Maximum & minimum temperature may
range from 31.0 to 32.0 deg C & 25.0 to 26.0 deg C respectively.

General Advisory:

INDVI and SPI maps received from the India Meteorological Department dated- 28 August 2020
indicated that the NDVI ranged between 0.3-0.55 for Udham Singh Nagar i.e. agriculture vigor is
moderate to good in the district. SPI map represents the mildly wet conditions in the district for the past
4 weeks. According to the data of NDVI and SPI, the moisture condition is good in the district, and
light to moderate rain likely to occur at most of the places on 31 August & 1 September, at many places
on 28 August and few places on 29 & 30 August, So keeping this in mind, farmers should make proper
arrangements for drainage in their fields.

On the occurrence of rice bug in the paddy, apply any dust @ 25-30 kg in morning
hours, if available in the market. Keeping in view the possibility of light to moderate
rain in the coming days, spraying of chemicals should be done only in clear weather.

Browing or brown rot of cauliflower is due to boron deficiencys; it appears on water-
soaked areas and later changes into rusty brown. Spray 1kg of Borax in 500 liters of
water 30 days after planting. Use the chemicals in clear weather conditions.

For the prevention of citrus canker disease in lemon, first of all, the diseased twigs
should be cut and sprayed with blue copper 3 g/ liter medicine after giving proper
shape to the plants. Keep in mind that the diseased twigs should be burnt far away
from the plants.

BUFFALO

Clean and wash the cattle ranch 2-3 times daily so that milch animals do not get
the disease called Mastitis (thanela). Vaccinate the animals against FMD, if not
already done so. Animals afflicted by FMD should be kept in a separate enclosure
so that they do not infect the healthy ones. If FMD is prevalent in the area, do not
let your animals come in contact with the infected ones.
