Forecast Summary:

During the last week (24th to 29th April) no rainfall was recorded and maximum-minimum
temperatures ranged between 35.6 to 40.4oC and 21.5 to 23.9oC respectively. The relative humidity in
the morning and evening ranged between 51-64% and 20-47% respectively. The wind blew from west,
north-west, north-north-west and west-north-west at a speed of 2.9-9.4kmph. The weather was clouded
on most days last week. Light rainfall of 2-5 mm is expected in the coming week and maximum-
minimum temperatures are expected to be 34.0-37.0oC and 20.0-22.0oC respectively. The wind is
expected to blow from north-east-east, north-east, east and south-east direction with a speed of 8-11
kmph. Yellow warning regarding thunderstorms, lightning, squalls and strong surface winds has been
issued for 30 April and 04 May.

The extended range forecast from 01 to 07 May indicates
excess rainfall, normal maximum and below normal minimum temperature.

SMS Advisory:

As per IMD warning the harvested produce should not be left in open and any farming activities should
be scheduled on dry days.
